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 In Revelation, John presents the glorified Christ. A theology of Christ in 
Revelation can be outlined as follows. 
 

1. He is the Historical Jesus and the Historical Christ  
a. Called Jesus and Christ (1:9, 11:15; 12:10, 17, 14:12; 20:4, 6) 
b. An Israelite—Lion of the tribe of Judah and Root of David (5:5-7) 
c. Has twelve apostles (21:14) 
d. Slain (11:8) 
e. Resurrected (1:5, 18) 
f. Ascended (3:21; 12:5) 
 

2. He is the Glorious Christ 
a. Like the son of man in Daniel, who receives glory, honor, and a 

kingdom (Dan. 7:13; 1:7) 
b. Faithful witness, firstborn from the dead, ruler over earthly kings (1:5) 
c. Glory and dominion due Him (1:6) 
d. Ruler of the nations; Patient but wrathful ruler of His kingdom (1:5) 
e. Object of worship (5:8-14) 
f. Source and Giver of Eternal Life and Light (22:1-5) 
g. Bright and Morning Star (22:16) 
 

3. He is the Pre-existent One 
a. The Son of Man coming with the clouds (1:7) 
b. Was and Is, and Is to come 
c. Alpha and Omega (1:8, 11) 
d. Beginning and the End (1:8, 11) 
e. First and Last (1:8, 11) 
 

4. He is the Lamb and the Lion 
a. Lion of the tribe of Judah, Root of David; Slain Lamb (5:5-7) 
b. The Lamb of wrath sitting on the throne of judgment (6:16-17) 
c. Keeper of the Book of Life of the Lamb;  
d. Slain from the foundation of the world (13:9) 
e. Fighting and Winning Lamb, riding on a white horse (17:14; 19:11-21) 

 
5. He is the Lover of His Own 

a. The Bridegroom marrying His bride (19:7; 21:9) 
b. Celebrates with His bride in the marriage supper of the Lamb (19:7; 

21:9) 
c. Lover of His people (3:9; 20:9) 
d. Rewarder of the faithful overcomer (22:7, 12, 14)
